He already had 2 smaller (legal) crays and offered me one but 
with no way to carry or cook it I had to say no and back into the sea it went.  He suggested I carry on 
past the beach exit to see Devils Kitchen as the camp was well above.  Worth the short detour.   
 
I had been thinking a swim and lunch before heading up to the camp but with clouds building had a 
short break and onto the camp.  I had time to get my tent up before the rain started.  The remaining 2 
groups having left after me were at camp having taken the easier inland route.  We then spent the 
afternoon in the park’s shelter having a good chat and some food.  Between us we came up with 6 
groups who had planned to do the whole walk but bailed.
